(“EGA”) meeting of the Company was held virtually via Zoom
conferencing on Monday, 28 February 2022 at QIG Tower in Lusail,
Doha—Qatar, at 6:30 p.m., with the participation of the shareholders
listed under Appendix (1) enclosed hereto.

The meeting was chaired by H.E. Mr. Abdulla Bin Nasser Al Misnad,
Chairman of Vodafone Qatar, and attended by the following Board
members:

Mr. Yaacoub Hobeika of KPMG announced that the quorum
requirements were met for the AGA and the EGA. He confirmed that
the meeting was attended by shareholders representing in total
3,241,308,281 shares corresponding to 76.68% of the Company’s
issued share capital as detailed under Appendix (1) enclosed hereto.
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Appointment of Secretary

After the declaration of quorum, Mrs. Pauline Abi Saab was
nominated as secretary of the meeting and the shareholders
approved the respective appointment.

Welcome Note and Agendas of the AGA and the EGA

The Chairman opened the meeting and thanked the shareholders
for attending. He then read out the AGA and EGA agendas and
confirmed that the invitation to the AGA and EGA meeting had been
published in local newspapers in accordance with the requirements
of the Commercial Companies Law No. 11 of 2015 and that the
announcement was available on the Qatar Stock Exchange (“QSE”)
website and the Company’s website.

The shareholders acknowledged and approved both agendas as
presented and no objection was registered.

Discussion of the items on the Annual General Assembly’s
Agenda

Item 1. Review and approve the Board of Directors’ report on
the Company’s activities and its financial position for the
financial year ended 31 December 2021.

The Chairman read, on behalf of the Board, the welcome note and
the report of the Board of Directors on the activities of the Company,
its financial position and operational performance for the year 2021.
He also thanked and expressed his appreciation to the Board of
Directors and the employees of the Company for their continuous
efforts and exceptional dedication in delivering the Company’s
significantly improved commercial performance.

The Chairman then opened the room to the shareholders for
discussion. No questions were raised by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously approved and adopted the report of
the Board of Directors on the activities of the Company and its
financial position for the financial year ended 31 December 2021
and no objection was registered.

Item 2. Review and approve the External Auditor’s report on
the Group’s Accounts for the financial year ended 31 December
2021.

Mr. Hobeika then read the External Auditors’ report on the financial
statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2021 as
included in the annual report of the Company.
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The Chairman opened the room for discussion. No questions were
raised by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously adopted and approved the Auditor’s
report on the Vodafone Qatar and its subsidiaries (together the
“Group”) Accounts for the financial year ended 31 December 2021
and no objection was registered.

Item 3. Review and approve the Group’s Balance Sheet and the
Profit and Loss Accounts for the financial year ended 31
December 2021.

The Chairman presented the Group’s Balance Sheet and the Profit
and Loss Accounts for the financial year ended 31 December 2021.
He mentioned that the financial statements had been published in
advance of the meeting in the local newspapers, on the website of
the QSE and the website of the Company.

He then opened the room for discussion. No questions were raised
by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously endorsed and approved the Group’s
financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December
2021 and no objection was registered.

Item 4. Review and approve the proposal of the Board of
Directors regarding the dividend payable to shareholders for
the financial year ended 31 December 2021

The Chairman stated that based on the 2021 financial results, the
Board of Directors has recommended the distribution of a cash
dividend to shareholders equivalent to 6% of the nominal share
value of the Company, i.e. QR 0.06 per share.

The Chairman opened the room for discussion. No questions were
raised by the attending shareholders

The shareholders unanimously adopted and approved the Board of
Directors’ recommendation to distribute a cash dividend equivalent
to 6% of the nominal share value of the Company, i.e. QR 0.06 per
share and no objection was registered.

Item 5. Discharge the members of the Board of Directors from
any liability and discuss their remuneration for the financial
year ended 31 December 2021.

The Chairman recommended the discharge of liability for all
members of the Board and further recommended the payment of
remuneration totalling QR 8,910,000 in aggregate to the
Company's non-executive Board members for performance of their
duties in 2021.

questions were raised by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously discharged the members of the

Board of Directors from any liability and approved the
recommendation to pay remuneration totalling QR 8,910,000 in
aggregate to the Company’s non-executive Board members for the
financial year 2021 and no objection was registered.

Authorise the Chairman of the Board and/or the Vice
Chairman to sign the amended AoA and to complete the
required formalities in this regard, subject to obtaining all
necessary regulatory approvals, provided that the Chairman of
the Board and/or the Vice Chairman shall be entitled to
delegate this right to any member ofthe Board and/ or the CEO
of the Company and to allow authorised persons to assign this
task to the Company’s employees as they deem appropriate.

The Chairman of the meeting requested the shareholders to
authorise the Chairman of the Board and/or the Vice Chairman to
sign the amended AoA and to complete the required formalities in
this regard, subject to obtaining all necessary regulatory approvals,
provided that the Chairman of the Board and/or the Vice Chairman
shall be entitled to delegate this right to any member of the Board
and/ or the CEO of the Company and to allow authorised persons to
assign this task to the Company's employees as they deem
appropriate.

The Chairman of the meeting opened the room for discussion. No
questions were raised by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously approved this item and no objection
was registered.
