Minutes of the Annual General Assembly and the
Extraordinary General Assembly Meeting

of Vodafone Qatar P.Q.S.C (the “Company” or Vodafone
Qatar”)
Held on Monday, 20 February 2023
at 6:30 p.m., at the QIG Tower
Doha - Qatar

Presence

The Annual General Assembly (“AGA™) and the Extraordinary
General Assembly (“EGA”) meeting of the Company was held on
Monday, 20 February 2023 at QIG Tower in Lusail, Doha — Qatar, at
6:30 p.m., with the participation of the shareholders listed under
Appendix (1) enclosed hereto.

The meeting was chaired by H.E. Mr. Abdulla Bin Nasser Al Misnad,
Chairman of Vodafone Qatar, and attended by the following Board
members:

- H.E. Sheikh Hamad Bin Faisal Thani Jassim Al Thani
- H.E. Sheikh Saoud A. Rahman Al Thani
- Mr. Nasser Hassan Al Naimi

The meeting was also attended by the Chief Executive Officer,
Sheikh Hamad Bin Abdulla Al-Thani and the Company’s Executive
Management.

Mr. Mohammad Hamad Al Marri attended the meeting in his
capacity as representative of the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry. From KPMG, the Company’s external auditors (QFMA
Auditor License No. 120153), attended Mr. Gopal Balasubramaniam
(Partner), Mr. Aftab Gumani (Partner Associate) and Mr. Mohammed
Ahmed Abdo (Associate Director).

Quorum

The Chairman of the meeting invited the external auditors to
confirm the quorum of the meeting.

Mr. Mohammed Abdo of KPMG announced that the quorum
requirements were met for the AGA and the EGA. He confirmed that
the meeting was attended by shareholders representing in total
5,282,169,788 shares corresponding to 77.65% of the Company's
issued share capital as detailed under Appendix (1) enclosed hereto.
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Appointment of Secretary of the meeting

After the declaration of quorum, Mrs. Pauline Abi Saab was
nominated as secretary of the meeting and the shareholders
approved the respective appointment.

Welcome Note and Agendas of the AGA and the EGA

The Chairman opened the meeting and thanked the shareholders
for attending. He then read out the AGA and EGA agendas and
confirmed that the invitation to the AGA and EGA meeting had been
published in local newspapers in accordance with the requirements
of the Commercial Companies Law No. 11 of 2015 and its
amendments and that the announcement was available on the
Qatar Stock Exchange (“QSE”) website and the Company’s website.

The shareholders acknowledged and approved both agendas as
presented and no objection was registered.

Discussion of the items on the Annual General Assembly’s
Agenda

Item 1. Review and approve the Board of Directors’ report on
the Company’s activities and its financial position for the
financial year ended 31 December 2022.

The Chairman read on behalf of the Board, the welcome note and
the report of the Board of Directors on the activities of the Company,
itsfinancial position and operational performance for the year 2022.
He also thanked and expressed his appreciation to the Board of
Directors and the employees of the Company for their continuous
efforts>

The Chairman then opened the room to the shareholders for
discussion. No questions were raised by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously approved and adopted the report of
the Board of Directors on the activities of the Company and its
financial position for the financial year ended 31 December 2022
and no objection was registered.

Item 2. Review and approve the External Auditor’s report on
the Group’s Accounts for the financial year ended 31 December
2022.

Mr.Mohammed Abdo then read the External Auditors' report on the
financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December
2022 as included in the annual report of the Company.
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The Chairman opened the room for discussion. No questions were
raised by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously adopted and approved the Auditor’s
report on the Vodafone Qatar and its subsidiaries (together the
“Group”) Accounts for the financial year ended 31 December 2022
and no objection was registered.

Item 3. Review and approve the Group’s Balance Sheet and the
Profit and Loss Accounts for the financial year ended 31
December 2022.

The Chairman presented the Group’s Balance Sheet and the Profit
and Loss Accounts for the financial year ended 31 December 2022.
He mentioned that the financial statements had been published in
advance of the meeting in local newspapers, on the website of the
QSE and the website of the Company.

He then opened the room for discussion. No questions were raised
by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously endorsed and approved the Group’s
financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December
2022 and no objection was registered.

Item 4. Review and approve the proposal of the Board of
Directors regarding the dividend payable to shareholders for
the financial year ended 31 December 2022.

The Chairman stated that based on the 2022 financial results, the
Board of Directors has recommended the distribution of a cash
dividend to shareholders equivalent to 10% of the nominal share
value of the Company, i.e. QR 0.10 per share.

He also informed the shareholders that the Board of Directors have
approved a dividend policy for the Company for a period of 2 years
commencing FY2023 aiming for a dividend ranging between 8% to
10% of the share capital. The Board of Directors may change the
dividend percentage after evaluating a range of factors including
net profits, regulatory requirements and future investment
opportunities.

The Chairman opened the room for discussion. No questions were
raised by the attending shareholders

The shareholders unanimously adopted and approved the Board of
Directors’ recommendation to distribute a cash dividend equivalent
to 10% of the nominal share value of the Company, i.e. QR 0.10 per
share. The shareholders also took note of the 2 years dividend
policy commencing in FY2023. No objection was registered.
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Item 5. Discharge the members of the Board of Directors from
any liability and discuss their remuneration for the financial
year ended 31 December 2022.

The Chairman recommended the discharge of liability for all
members of the Board and further recommended the payment of
remuneration totalling QR 10,700,000 in aggregate to the
Company’s non-executive Board members for performance of their
duties in 2022.

The Chairman of the meeting opened the room for discussion. No
questions were raised by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously discharged the members of the
Board of Directors from any Lliability and approved the
recommendation to pay remuneration totalling QR 10,700,000 in
aggregate to the Company’s non-executive Board members for the
financial year 2022 and no objection was registered.

Item 6. Review the External Auditor’s reports in accordance
with Article 24 of the Corporate Governance Code for
Companies and Legal Entities listed on the Stock Exchange
issued by the Qatar Financial Markets Authority (“QFMA”)
Board Decision No.5 of 2016

Mr. Mohammed Abdo read the Independent Limited Assurance
Report to the Shareholders of Vodafone Qatar on Compliance with
the Qatar Financial Markets Authority’s law and regulations and
other Relevant Legislation including the Corporate Governance
Code for Companies and Legal Entities Listed on the Main Market
(the “Code” as included in the annual report.

He confirmed that based on their limited assurance procedures
performed, nothing has come to their attention that causes them
to believe that the Board of Directors’ Statement does not present
fairly, in all material respects, that the Company has a process in
place to comply with its Articles of Associations, and the provisions
of the QFMA'’s law and regulations and other relevant legislation,
and the Company is compliance with the articles of the Code as at
31 December 2022.

Mr. Mohammed Abdo then read the Independent Reasonable
Assurance Report to the Shareholders of Vodafone Qatar on
Internal Controls over Financial Reporting (“ICOFR”), as included in
the annual report of the Company.

He added that in their opinion, based on the results of their
reasonable assurance procedures, the Board of Directors’
Statement fairly presents that the Group’s ICOFR were properly
designed and implemented and are operating effectively in
accordance with the COSO framework as at 31 December 2022.

The Chairman opened the room for discussion. No questions were
raised by the attending shareholders.
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The shareholders unanimously approved the above reports, and no
objection was registered.

ltem 7. Review and approve the Company’s Corporate
Governance Report for the financial year ended 31 December
2022.

The Chairman noted that the Company’s Corporate Governance
Report was published on the Company’s website prior to the AGA
meeting to allow sufficient time for the shareholders to review and
that it was distributed to the shareholders in hard copy in the
present meeting as part of the Annual Report.

The Chairman opened the room for discussion. No questions were
raised by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously adopted and approved the
Corporate Governance Report for the financial year ended 31
December 2022 and not objection was registered.

Item 8. Appoint the External Auditor of the Company for the
period from 1 January 2023 to 31 December 2023 and fix their
fees.

The Chairman thanked the representatives of the external auditors,
KPMG, for their work in auditing the Company’s accounts for the
financial year ending 31 December 2022 and requested them to
leave the meeting room before opening the room for the
shareholders to discuss the appointment of the external auditors.

He then recommended that KPMG be re-appointed as the
Company’s External Auditors for the financial year 2023 and to
approve their fees of QR 700,000 as being the best offer presented.

The Chairman opened the room for discussion. One of the attending
shareholder asked if KPMG fees is the same comparing to last year.
The Chairman answered that for the audit scope of work the amount
is almost the same. He also confirmed that KPMG offer was the best
offer presented.

The Chairman then closed the discussion and invited the
shareholders to approve this item.

The shareholders unanimously approved the re-appointment of
KPMG as the external auditors of the Company for the financial year
2023 and fixed their remuneration for the year at QR 700,000. No
objection was registered.
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The Chairman of the meeting announced the closure of the AGA
meeting and the start of the EGA meeting

Discussion of the items on the Extraordinary General
Assembly’s Agenda

Item 1. Approve (subject to obtaining all relevant regulatory
approvals) the proposed changes to Article (3) of the
Company’s Articles of Association (“AoA”) in order to allow the
Company to invest in shares, bonds, securities and activities
similar to its activities inside and outside Qatar. Furthermore,
to allow the Company to own intellectual property rights,
patents, trademarks, industrial designs and models, privilege
rights and other moral rights. The Company shall also be
entitled to exploit and lease these rights to its subsidiaries or
others whether in the State of Qatar or abroad.

The Chairman of the meeting noted that the purpose of the
proposed additions to Article (3) of the AoA is to allow the Company
to: (1) invest its funds in shares, bonds and securities; (2) invest its
funds or employ them in fields and activities similar to its activities
inside and outside Qatar, to develop these funds or to return profit
to the Company in a way that helps it achieve its objectives; and (3)
own intellectual property rights, patents, trademarks, industrial
designs and models, privilege rights and other moral rights. The
Company shall also be entitled to exploit and lease these rights to
its subsidiaries or others whether in the State of Qatar or abroad.

He added that the proposed amendments have been posted on the
Company's website prior to the date of the EGA to give the
shareholders the opportunity to review them. He then briefed the
shareholders on the main proposed amendments while presenting
them on the screen as attached under Appendix (2).

The Chairman opened the room for discussion. He answered all the
questions raised by the attending shareholders and informed them
that the Company will later review and study the potential
investment opportunities.

The Chairman then closed the discussion and invited the
shareholders to approve this item.

The shareholders unanimously approved the proposed changes to
Article (3) of the Company’s AoA as attached under Appendix (2),
subject to obtaining all regulatory approvals, and no objection was
registered.

Item 2. Authorise the Chairman of the Board and/or the Vice
Chairman to sign the amended AoA and to complete the
required formalities in this regard, subject to obtaining all
necessary regulatory approvals; provided that the Chairman of
the Board and/or the Vice Chairman shall be entitled to
delegate this right to any member of the Board and/ orthe CEO
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of the Company and to allow authorised persons to assign this
task to the Company’s employees as they deem appropriate.

The Chairman of the meeting requested the shareholders to
authorise the Chairman of the Board and/or the Vice Chairman to
sign the amended AoA and to complete the required formalities in
this regard, subject to obtaining all necessary regulatory approvals,
provided that the Chairman of the Board and/or the Vice Chairman
shall be entitled to delegate this right to any member of the Board
and/ or the CEO of the Company and to allow authorised persons to
assign this task to the Company’s employees as they deem
appropriate.

The Chairman of the meeting opened the room for discussion. No
questions were raised by the attending shareholders.

The shareholders unanimously approved this item and no objection
was registered.

Conclusion
There being no further business, The Chairman thanked those

present for their attention and attendance and announced the
closure of the EGA meeting.
